TIPS FOR A SAFE GRADUATION
· Talk to your teen, set curfews, discuss expectations, find out the plan, help with the plan, and provide alternative transportation.
· 2002 study revealed that 40% of teen traffic fatalities during prom and graduation weekend were alcohol-related. 

· Underage drinking is also linked to two-thirds of sexual assaults and date rapes of teens. Many students who do not normally choose to drink are temped and under enormous pressure to be “part of” the party.

PLEASE know that a person who hosts a party where minors drink alcohol or use drugs may be charged with a misdemeanor, fined up to $2,000 and spend a year in jail. This includes 17 year old teens that owns, rents, or has control of the site. CALL: 1-888-868-3721 to anonymously report underage alcohol violations such as sales or upcoming parties.
